V.        Minutes:

2005 Annual Meeting Minutes:  
Ted Soldan moved to accept the minutes of the Peter Wolfe Chapter 2005 Annual Meeting as submitted.  Second: Marj Krumm.  Motion carried unanimously.

Treasurer's report: 
In the absence of the Treasurer, Doug Welker reported on the state of the PW Chapter finances.  Current balance stands at approximately $1500.

Maps:
Doug Welker reported that he sold $40.00 worth of  NCT maps at the Trap Hills Concervation Alliance Hike’Campout May, 27th  and 28th.

Old Business
Trail Maintenance Continued, Summer 2006 goals include:
        checking the entire PeterWolfe Chapter trail to determine maintenance needed

        continuation of mowing project on selected areas of trail

        continuation of blazing - painted on private land, plastic on Forest Service 

        still seeking chain saw certification (currently on list for next available session)

Shelter Project
Ted reported that he and Doug had met with a Forest Service representative regarding the building of shelters along the NCT on Forest Service land.  This is currently not a priority for the Forest Service, even if the Peter Wolfe Chapter is willing to build and maintain them.   Doug volunteered to pursue the possibility of developing primitive campsites with basic sanitation facilities in lieu of shelters.

Sign Projects
Doug reported that there are still more signs to finish for the Baraga Plains section of the trail.  Alice and Marj volunteered to paint them.  Doug said he would provide the signs and paint, and transport the materials to Soldan’s garage.

Additional signage (carcinite posts and NCT decals) is also needed on the Ottawa section.   Doug and Ted will work on this.

Baraga Plains Bridge Project
Doug noted that the bridges recently built on the Baraga Plains still need ramps.  He has the wood and will cut it to length to be used on one of the summer trail work days.

 
New Business
Chain Saw and Related Equipment
The group discussed purchasing a new chain saw, chaps, helmet, gas cans, etc. Rolf Swanson was appointed to research this equipment and recommend specific items for purchase to Doug Welker.  Marjory Johnston moved that the chapter authorize Doug to purchase equipment based on Rolf’s recommendations.  Second: Ted Soldan.  Motion passed unanimously.

Trail Register Boxes
Doug recommended that the Chapter research and develop six boxes to be placed in protected spots along the trail.  These boxes will be designed to contain books in which hikers may log their hiking activities as well as comments about quality of the trail.  They may also contain NCT brochures, Peter Wolfe Chapter brochures, etc.  Ted volunteered to construct a prototype, and Doug will research appropriate sites (getting suggestions from the Superior Hiking trail Association).

Summer 2006 Scheduled Trail Maintenance
It was agreed that the Chapter needs to develop a more organized system for trail maintenance.  Doug volunteered to schedule and promote (via email and the Peter Wolfe Chapter web page) regular trail maintenance work days.  These will generally be held weekly throughout the summer on Thursdays and/or Saturdays.
